Emma is dedicated to helping schools and families overcome barriers to success created by behaviour and
SEMH needs. She has worked extensively with schools to build their capacity in this area, delivering whole-school
behaviour audits, coaching, and a wide range of fraining both in person and online. In recent years, her work
has expanded to include delivering keynote addresses at conferences nationwide. She is also the co-host of the
highly regarded podcast School Behaviour Secrefs.
